Grenada, with its unspoiled landscapes, has the perfect balance of adventure, idyllic 
beaches and romance. On this picturesque and petite island, you can go for a swim in the 
crystal clear waters o� Grand Anse Beach in the morning and easily trek through ancient 
rainforests en route to the dramatic Seven Sisters Waterfalls in the afternoon.

This English-speaking nation has some of the friendliest people in the Caribbean, making 
it very easy for visitors to encounter all aspects of Grenada’s vibrant culture and 
hospitality.

It is not called the Spice Island for nothing: you really can smell the nutmeg in the air on 
Grenada! It be also be called the Fruit Island for all the luscious bounty growing 
profusely in the green hills.
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Grenada is accessible from major international cities including Miami, New York, Atlanta, 
Toronto, London, Frankfurt, Caracas, and all Caribbean hubs.

International flights land at the Maurice Bishop International Airport, and visitors wishing 
to continue on to the sister isle of Carriacou have a short trip by inter-island charter to 
Lauriston Airport.

Additionally, Osprey Lines run a ferry that departs from the Carenage in St. George's. 
Cruise ships serving the Caribbean islands depart from Florida and Puerto Rico and the 
French West Indies.

If you are sailing into Grenada, there are a variety of marinas where you can clear 
immigration and customs as well as dock and purchase supplies. Anchorage services are 
available at most inlets and bays.

CITIZENSHIP BY INVESTMENT PROGRAMME

When there is instability in your own country it can:

Through the Citizenship by Investment programme, it is possible to acquire a new 
citizenship, provided you meet certain qualifications and pass a background check.

Grenada’s Citizenship by Investment Programme was launched in August 2013, when the 
Grenadian Parliament passed Act No. 15 of 2013: the Grenada Citizenship by Investment 
Act. The stated objective of the Act is to enable persons to acquire permanent residence 
and citizenship of Grenada by registration following investment in Grenada.

The mission of the Citizenship by Investment Programme is to strengthen Grenada by 
creating economic growth through inward investment, leading to the creation of 
sustainable new employment opportunities for Grenadians, training of the workforce 
and the broadening of skills; while preserving the prestige, honor and value of Grenadian 
citizenship through a strict invitation and vetting process.

Presently, there are two investment options available:

Both routes o�er lifetime citizenship, which can also be passed on to descendants, as 
well as access to extensive visa-free travel possibilites.
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Make obtaining travel visas di�cult,

a�ect your freedom to work,

through a contribution to the National Transformation Fund (NTF) or

by acquiring government-approved real estate.

HISTORY & GOVERNMENT

Christopher Columbus discovered Grenada in 1498. The Carib Indians inhabited the 
island; originally migrating from the South American mainland, overrunning the peaceful 
Arawaks who were the original inhabitants. The Amerindians called their island 
Camerhogue, but Columbus renamed it Concepcion. However, passing Spanish sailors 
found its lush green hills so evocative of Andalusia that they rejected this name in favor 
of Granada.

The French then called it La Grenade, and the British followed suit, changing Grenade to 
Grenada (pronounced Gre-nay-da).

Aggressive defence of the island by the Caribs prevented settlement by Europeans until 
the 17th century. In 1609 some Englishmen tried and failed, followed by a group of 
Frenchmen in 1638; but it was not until 1650 that a French expedition from Martinique 
landed and made initial friendly contact with the inhabitants.

Hostilities between the Caribs and the French, however, broke out almost immediately, 
as the French endeavored to extend their control over the whole island. Determined not 
to submit to French rule, the Caribs fought a succession of losing battles, and ultimately 
the last surviving Caribs jumped to their death o� a precipice in the north of the island. 
The French named the spot ‘Le Morne de Sauteurs,’ or ‘Leapers’ Hill.’

For the next ninety years, the French struggled unsuccessfully to keep the island from 
falling into the hands of the British. Fort George and Fort Frederick, which still command 
the heights overlooking St. George's harbor, are relics of that fight. Finally, under the 
Treaty of Versailles in 1783, the island was permanently ceded to the British. Having 
gained stable possession of Grenada, the British immediately imported large numbers of 
slaves from Africa and established sugar plantations.

In 1795, however, British control was seriously challenged once again, this time by Julian 
Fedon, a black planter inspired by the French Revolution.

HISTORY & GOVERNMENT

Under Fedon's leadership, the island's slaves rose up in a violent rebellion, e�ectively 
taking control of Grenada. Although the rebellion was crushed by the British, tensions 
remained high until slavery was abolished in 1834. The site of Fedon's Camp, high up in 
Grenada's beautiful central mountains, is today a popular destination for hikers.

In 1877 Grenada became a British Crown Colony, and in 1967 it became an associate state 
within the British Commonwealth before gaining independence in 1974. Despite the 
island's long history of British rule, the island's French heritage (both colonial and 
revolutionary) survives in the names of places, its buildings, and its strong Catholicism.

In 1979, an attempt was made to set up a socialist / communist state in Grenada. Four 
years later, at the request of the Governor General, the United States, Jamaica, and the 
Eastern Caribbean States intervened with militarily action, launching their now famous 
rescue mission. The allied forces restored order, and in December 1984 a general election 
re-established a democratic government, which has ensured the last 25 years have been 
peaceful, democratic and fruitful.

Grenada continues to develop, with many new buildings and vastly improved 
infrastructure. However, the island still evokes an idyllic lifestyle and ideas of gracious 
living of times past.

As a Commonwealth realm, Queen Elizabeth II is Queen of Grenada and Head of State. 
Governor-General, currently Cecile la Grenade, represents the Crown. Day-to-day 
executive power resides with the Head of Government, the Prime Minister.

Today, Grenada is a full and participating member of both the Caribbean Community 
(CARICOM) and the Organization of Eastern Caribbean States (OECS).

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EXPLORE

Whether you prefer exploring Grenada's extraordinary underwater sculpture park on a 
diving expedition, visiting historical forts or sampling the island's spices, the options
available to visitors are endless. This tri-island state is a charming place where a 
spontaneous encounter with a mona monkey or a trek to Mt. Carmel waterfalls leaves a 
lifetime of memories.
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Grenada’s most famous, and justifiably most popular beach is a fabulous long curve of 
soft, white sand, shaded by sea grapes, almond trees and palms, and backed by low-rise 
hotels. Sensational views unfurl up the coast, taking in the island’s capital, St George’s.

Also known as BBC Beach (after a nightclub that was once here), this stunning 400 
yards of white sand arcs around the rear of horseshoe-shaped Morne Rouge Bay, one of 
the more sheltered spots on Grenada’s coastline. There are a couple of small-scale hotels 
behind the beach, and a few villas on the green hillsides encompassing the bay, while sea 
grapesand almond trees provide shade.

GRAND ANSE BEACH

GRENADA’S BEACHES EVOKE PARADISE AND ARE WORLD RENOWNED FOR THEIR 
ENDLESS WHITE SANDS.

This beautiful 500-yard-long sweep of soft sand lies in the south-west corner of the 
island. The beach is bookended by the very nice Aquarium restaurant and the Grenadian 
by Rex Resorts, but in the middle it is pristine, undeveloped and often empty. As such, it 
feels wilder than the nearby alternative beaches of Grand Anse and Morne Rouge. With 
less shelter and more swells, it’s not the best for swimming.

MAGAZINE BEACH

Magical is an accurate description of this long crescent of soft golden sand, set at the 
back of a deep bay on Grenada’s south coast. The only development of any note is the 
unobtrusive little La Sagesse hotel at the eastern end with a strip of lofty palms perfectly 
shading the sand in front of the property. Wander away from the hotel, across the stream 
that debouches into the sea, and you may well have the beach all to yourself.

LA SAGESSE

Part of Levera National Park in the far north-east of the island, Bathway is a mile of 
windswept sands pummelled by the Atlantic ocean. It’s an invigorating spot, with frigate 
birds flying over the waves, and the perfect place for a break if you’re exploring this part 
of the island.

BATHWAY BEACH

BEACHES
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There is no greater adventure than getting to a waterfall in Grenada. Annandale Falls is 
a short drive from the capital city of St Georges. If you’re nervous about hiking, 
Annandale has a paved pathway and is perfect for rock hopping and picnicking. For 
those who enjoy discovering hidden treasures and are game for a trek that reveals the 
beauty spots on the island, try Concord, Mount Carmel and the Seven Sisters Waterfalls. 
We recommended taking a guide, start the day early and bring suitable hiking shoes and 
most definitely swimwear – the water is lush after a hard trek!

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If you’re often intrigued by the history of a destination, then a tour of the island’s forts 
are just for you. Once there you can explore the bowels of the fort; walk through 
underground tunnels and passageways or marvel at the picturesque views of the harbor 
down below.

Just an hour’s scenic drive from St George’s, Belmont Estate o�ers travelers an organic 
cocoa plantation experience with tours of the grounds and cocoa making facilities, plus 
a museum and eatery.

From battle ground to lunatic asylum, Fort Matthew is a physical testimony of the 
conflict endured by the Grenadian people. This 1500 yard fort is the largest on the island 
and was named after the governor at the time, Lt. Governor Edward Matthew.

The Grenada National Museum displays historical artifacts and exhibits related to 
Grenada. Collections include slavery, first inhabitants, plantation economy, whaling, 
fishing, archaeology and more.

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Molinere Beauséjour Marine Protected Area is home to one of the most popular 
snorkeling sites and featuring an underwater gallery of sculptures that reflect Grenada’s 
culture. Created by Jason de Caires Taylor, an English artist and avid diver, these amazing 
underwater features were created to help regenerate the area by providing new surfaces 
and habitats for corals to grow upon. Each sculpture is carefully located to enhance the 
reef, proving highly successful in attracting a stunning array of varied marine life. A key 
aspect to the sculptures’ appeal has been the dynamic changes brought about by being 
exposed to the power of the ocean. Unique natural forces including sea surge, wave 
action and currents have imposed their own influence and changes on the sculptures.

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Given that Grenada is a sleepy little Caribbean island, its nightlife is surprisingly lively 
thanks to the large population of foreign students at St George's University, in the 
south-west of the island. Having a good night out is all about being in the right place on 
the right night, as most bars and clubs have live music and DJs only on certain nights.
Additionally, regular evening entertainment is provided by the resort hotels, including 
steel bands, calypso, reggae, folk dancing, limbo and even crab racing.

The island's most popular nightspot is Fantazia 2001, Morne Rouge Beach. Although it 
gets progressively rougher as the evening progresses, it's air-conditioned, with 
state-of-the-art equipment, good acoustics, and fantastic lights. It also plays the best in 
regional and international sounds. There are live shows Saturday and the cover ranges 
from $ 5 to $ 8.

Just as fun and a bit less rowdy is Club Banana, True Blue, St. George's, down by the 
marina. Every Friday and Saturday night, it operates a disco from 10:30pm to 4am, 
charging a cover of $ 8.

The Beachside Terrace and the Owl Sports Pub, both at the Flamboyant Hotel, Grand 
Anse, have an amicable and sometimes boisterous clientele, a pair of pool tables, two 
wide-screen TVs, and a penchant for broadcasting cricket or soccer matches. Here is the 
island's longest happy hour (daily 4-7pm and again 11pmmidnight), during which prices 
are reduced by about 40%. Karaoke takes place on Thursday and Friday nights and 
starts at 8:30pm. Meals including American burgers and Caribbean-style curries are 
served at the Beachside Terrace daily from noon to 10:30pm.

Another favorite is Aquarium Beach Club & Restaurant at Point Salines, serving great 
steaks and a super Sunday barbecue. The St. George's Harbour lights twinkle here from 
the sprawl of decks that are open to the trade winds.

For those seeking culture, the 250-seat Marryshow Folk Theatre, Herbert Blaize Street 
near Bain Alley, St. George's, o�ers performances of Grenadian, American, and European 
folk music; drama; and West Indian interpretative folk dance. Tickets usually cost $ 12.
